France’s Green Bear wishes to build 34 wind farms for EUR 2bn. Owned by
Mr Jean-François Ott, Green Bear’s owner Orco has been operating mainly
as a developer, now announces huge investments into wind energy. For the
start it acquired from EuroWind the Lisewo wind farm for EUR 16mn. By 2012
we wish to build 34 wind farms having 1,300MW, said yesterday CEO Jean-
Claude Moustacakis.

The company has leased land for constructing 600MW. If investments come
off, Green Bear will be a wind energy leader in Poland. Poland’s wind farms
capacity is a meagre 280MW lagging behind Europe. Almost all Green Bear’s
wind farms are close to the German border with four to be built in Kashubia.
Almost all investments (85 proc.) the company plans to finance from bank’s
credits. The company does not exclude a debut on the Warsaw Stock
Exchange.
